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The Kurmi are Hindus and worship
Ram and Vishnu as their family deities.
The goddesses Kali and Durga and the
monkey god Hanuman are regional
deities. They celebrate prominent Hindu
festivals like Diwali, Holi, Shivaratri and
Dussehra.

The Kurmi’s rites and rituals are
performed by Brahmin priests. Mundan
is a ritual performed in childhood while
adolescent boys go through the rite of
wearing the sacred thread (genoi). The
dead are cremated, but the bodies of
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children are buried. The ashes are
immersed in a river, preferably the
sacred Ganga river.
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
